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	I would like to make a few small suggestions:
In Figure 1, I noticed that none of the athletes studied are in the "gray zone," which, in our experience, is relatively common among Black athletes. Were athletes in the "gray zone" excluded from the study?

In Figure 2, it would be helpful to include the left atrial volume instead of the left atrial diameter. It would also be helpful to include the graph of the aortic root dimensions, as it is covered in the description. Otherwise, include the reference to Figure 2 after the description of the left atrial volume.

In Table 3, regarding the pulmonar systolic pressure calculation, did all athletes have adequate tricuspid regurgitation for the calculation? It is interesting to note how many athletes evaluated this item.

Right ventricular dimensions were described as normal. Regarding the dimensions of the right atrium and inferior vena cava, were they also normal?

Although this was not the scope of the study, it would be interesting to know if the authors evaluated myocardial deformation parameters in some of the athletes, as these data can provide useful parameters of systolic function, through longitudinal strain and apical rotation, and diastolic function through analysis of left atrial strain and calculation of atrial stiffness, associating filling pressure (E/e' ratio) and atrial deformation.

In the discussion, regarding the North African population, what is the predominant ethnicity in this region? It is important to highlight that people of African descent, both in the United States and in Latin American countries, have thicker walls and a greater tendency toward ventricular remodeling, as well as the presence of apical hypertrabeculation in a significant number of athletes. Further in the discussion, it would be interesting to highlight the differences regarding the players' position on the field (if this item were evaluated separately), given that the training of defensive and midfielders is different from that of attackers, especially regarding the aerobic and anaerobic components.

I would like to encourage the authors to continue this interesting research and, once again, congratulate them on their work.
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
