A suggested alternative: “Impact of Climate Change and Global Warming on Agricultural Crop Shifts: Challenges and Adaptation Strategies.” This emphasizes both the phenomenon (crop shifts) and the scope (challenges and adaptation).

Nonetheless, it might be reinforced with the brief references to the geographic focus (India) and the world examples and specifying the affected kinds of crops (e.g., cereals, pulses, horticulture). This would provide the readers with a clear impression on the scope of the study.

	The manuscript in general is scientifically valid. It correctly explains the relationships between climate change variables (temperature, precipitation, CO 2) with agricultural results with appropriate studies. The redistribution of crops, socio-economic implications, and adaptation strategies discussion fits the existing research. The smaller refinements might involve trying to clarify some of the technical terms (e.g., RCP scenarios) to make the explanation more general.

	The references are sufficient and fairly recent, spanning from 2018 to 2025, and include both global and India-specific studies. However, it might be useful to incorporate additional references from recent IPCC reports (AR6, 2021) and FAO technical briefs on climate-resilient agriculture to strengthen credibility.

	The manuscript is generally well-written and suitable for scholarly communication. Some sentences are long and could be simplified for clarity. Occasional minor grammatical corrections and improved flow would enhance readability.

It is somewhat balanced between scientific analysis and practical implications that is why it is not only theoretically useful, but also practically. Some slight improvements in clarity of titles, scopes of abstract and structure of sentences would also enhance its impacts.
