	Yes, the title is generally appropriate, as it reflects the focus on flooding in Ghana and aspects of management and planning. However, it could be improved to better highlight the analytical and practical nature of the study. An alternative title suggested would be:

“Flood Profile and Management Strategies in Ghana: Lessons from Disasters in the North and in Accra.”

	The summary is clear and provides a good overview of the study, covering the context, objectives, methodology, main findings, and recommendations. However, it could be improved by briefly mentioning the specific flood events analyzed (such as the disasters of 2007, 2010, and 2015), which would help the reader better understand the empirical scope of the research. In addition, it would be useful to include a sentence or two highlighting the practical implications of the findings for public policy and disaster management planning in Ghana.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Although the manuscript is scientifically consistent, several references used are relatively outdated, many of them published before 2010. Considering the dynamic nature of studies on climate change, flood management, and urban resilience, it is recommended that the author incorporate more recent research (from the last five to eight years) to strengthen the scientific validity and timeliness of the work.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references are relevant to the topic, but not recent enough. Many of them date from the early 2000s or earlier, which compromises the scientific relevance of the article. It is recommended that the author include more recent studies (from 2017 onwards) related to climate change adaptation, flood resilience, and disaster risk reduction in Sub-Saharan Africa.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The English is generally clear, but needs minor revisions to meet academic standards. Some sentences are long or unnatural; light linguistic revision by a professional is recommended.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The article would be improved by including a figure showing the geographical location of the study areas in Ghana, which would help the reader visualize the context of the flood events discussed. In addition, the topics of GIS & Remote Sensing and Geodetic Engineering, although included in the keywords, are only mentioned in the conclusion. These aspects should be better developed in the body of the text, explaining how these tools and approaches can contribute to flood management and disaster mitigation in Ghana.
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
