	Although the author expanded extensively beyond the paper title, the written title reflected the researcher's main aim of the paper.

	The abstract of the article was informative and comprehensive, but it would be better to decrease the keywords to 4 or 5 only.

	I have one note about the surgical procedures performed for the patient; hemithyroidectomy for highly suspicious patients with unilateral thyroid nodule swelling is obsolete, and total thyroidectomy with/without neck dissection, then thyroxin replacement is preferred in the last years.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The weakness point of the referencing in this paper is that the author used 4 old references (Older than 2015). Also, he didn’t mention the year of reference no. 10.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The author used simple, scientific, and grammatically acceptable English, but he was not successful in organising the scientific use of the abbreviations, which may confuse the average reader.
	

	Optional/General comments


	I have a few comments:

1- Case presentation and management briefing should not be repeated on page no. 10 (last paragraph). 

2- In the (Surgical Steps), the author didn’t mention the real surgical steps taken for the patient (Left haemithyroidectomy); instead, he wrote typical surgical steps for total thyroidectomy.

3- At the beginning of (Discussion), no need to repeat the case presentation and management briefing. Instead, it would be better to organise the (Discussion) as a stepwise paragraph to compare each part of the mentioned case with other similar or different studies.
4- Regarding the abbreviation used in the case report, the writer should use one of 2 methods for them. Either use an abbreviation table for all the coming abbreviations used systematically (and would be preferred to put the table at the beginning of the paper), or use each abbreviation meaning once only in between brackets when it comes during his writing, then using it freely without brackets later on and so on. The author used both methods, which may create some confusion for the reader.
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
