	The need for thyroidectomy in cases of solitary nodules is determined by confirmation of cancer during surgery using rapid histological examination. It is not appropriate to plan total thyroidectomy without confirmation of cancer in this case. Furthermore, the article does not describe the results of the final histological examination. In general, the indications for surgery in this case are questionable; minimally invasive surgery could have been performed.
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
