	The type of scientific analysis method of the manuscript parameters is correct, but some components such as:

1. In Table 1, the percentage of soil components (Cambisol, clay 9.8, silt 11.77, and sand 33.33) is not correct, it should be corrected. Similarly, in the second row, percentage: Lixisol, clay 5.88, silt 7.85, sand 39.21 should be corrected. Table 2 was presented with incomplete scientific literature. According to the number of stars assigned, specify the components of the research process on a scientific basis! Avoid simple scientific literature. In the following, Table 3 also shows the number of stars of the components targeted by the research in scientific terms.
