Study of the chemical composition and the efficacy of Lippia alba (Mill.) NE Br essential oil on the in vitro control of two Aspergillus flavus strains isolated from peanut seeds (Arachis hypogaea L.) collected from two agroecological zones in Senegal

After reviewing the manuscript, I would like to provide the following comments:

1. The title is not fully accurate.
It implies that the study evaluated the effect of the essential oil on aflatoxin production, whereas the actual work only assessed fungal growth inhibition without any quantification or analysis of aflatoxin levels.
Therefore, the title should be revised to better reflect the study content, for example:
“Antifungal activity of Lippia alba essential oil against Aspergillus flavus strains”
or
“In vitro inhibition of Aspergillus flavus growth by Lippia alba essential oil.”

2. The extraction procedure of the essential oil is insufficiently described.
Although GC–MS analysis is presented, the critical details of extraction (amount of plant material, solvent or water ratio, distillation conditions, oil separation, and storage before analysis) are missing. These methodological details are essential for reproducibility and scientific rigor.

3. It is also recommended that the authors clarify whether future work will address the effect of Lippia alba essential oil on aflatoxin reduction, to align with the stated objective in the introduction.

Overall, the manuscript is well organized and written in clear scientific language; however, addressing the above comments will enhance its precision and methodological soundness.
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
