By standardizing the optimal planting geometry for these genotypes, the study provides an important package of practices enabling farmers to incorporate a subsequent high-value rabi crop. Notably, the recommendation of PA-16 with a spacing of 45 cm × 10 cm proves economically advantageous (B:C ratio of 2.03) and presents a practical strategy to mitigate risks such as terminal drought and cattle interference, ultimately contributing to improved pulse production and strengthened nutritional security in the region.
