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	In severe preeclampsia, elevated maternal uric acid suggests oxidative stress, tissue damage, and impaired kidney function. Consequently, liver and kidney function tests, along with a complete blood count, should be routinely performed throughout pregnancy, starting in the early months, to prevent maternal and fetal complications.
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
