Since one of the main theme of article is sensory processing. Sensory processing issues can manifest in many ways. Some individuals with ADHD can experience hypersensitivity, hyposensitivity and reduced low registration. These all are atypical sensory processing. So, second section lacks the explanation of all these issues in detail.

Moreover, there is a lack of relationship between sensory processing issues, Visual perception and attention mechanism in ADHD in the research article. The article needs more evidence based explanation on how these 3 factors are interrelated in ADHD. So, Section 3 of this research article needs explanation about the role of sensory processing and visual perception, how those different kind of sensory processing issues affecting the visual perception in ADHD. 

Furthermore, the fourth section of this article (Attention in ADHD) needs further improvement. Author in this section has discussed various models to explain the lack of attention however, this section lacks the detailed explanation of attention from the sensory processing perspective.
