	The manuscript is review in nature and throws the light towards preserving sulforaphane content in broccoli.
No. It may be “Assessment of different technologies for increasing the shelf life and maintain the sulforaphane content in Broccoli”
Abstract needs to be rewritten for better understanding. Line 5 instead of “Extensive research has demonstrated that it possesses significant advantages” It may be written “Earlier works have shown that it contained significant health benefits” Similarly Line 6 instead of “The preservation of post harvest freshness and enhancement of the shelf life of broccoli pose significant challenges due to its quick rate of degradation. It may be written as “The effective post-harvest technologies enabled the enhancement of shelf life of broccoli which pose challenges due to faster rate of degradation”. 
Sub-sections and Fig. 1 is OK but reference is required in Fig. 1.

It needs improvement. In steaming section, psi is to be mentioned along with the time of steaming. Boiling section is not technically correct. Time of boiling is not mentioned in this sub section. In microwaving sub section, power level is documented with respect to temperature. How high power level can justify the temperature of 60oC.?. Stir frying may be changed to frying. Drying is one of the most popular method to increase the shelf life and retain the quality attributes since ancient times. The authors have not touched this important drying aspect.
References are sufficient. But the writing pattern of references are not uniform. Needs to be improved.
