	Yes, the manuscript is scientifically sound and the experiments appear to be conducted systematically. The methodology follows established standards (ISI, AOAC) and appropriate statistical tools (R software) were used. However, some sections could benefit from a clearer interpretation of results rather than a purely descriptive presentation. The discussion could link findings more explicitly to biochemical or microbiological reasons behind observed changes during storage.

	Most of the references are appropriate and relevant. The inclusion of studies up to 2024 strengthens the manuscript. However, a few more recent references related to the functional or probiotic potential of Noni and jaggery in dairy matrices (from 2022–2024) could further enrich the discussion.

	The language is generally understandable but requires moderate editing for grammar, punctuation, and sentence flow. Some sentences are repetitive and can be condensed for clarity. Minor typographical errors (e.g., missing spaces, inconsistent units) should be corrected before publication.
