The methodology for screening follows established scientific protocols, specifically referencing Martínez-Herrero et al. (2020). The results of drug efficacy align with previous studies that support the efficacy of Metronidazole against Trichomonas spp., reporting 100% efficacy in mild cases. The finding that the infection rate is highly significant in pigeons (75% prevalence) compared to black kites (17.86% prevalence, p < 0.001) supports the established scientific understanding that Columbiformes (pigeons/doves) act as the primary reservoirs, with raptors acquiring
the infection through predation
