3. Overall, the work is relevant and useful, but improvements in methodological detail, discussion depth and presentation are needed.
4. Since the study primarily measures chemical constituents such as TSS, acidity, sugars, ascorbic acid and carotenoids, I recommend replacing the word biochemical with chemical parameters consistently in the entire manuscript for clarity and correctness.
