	The abstract is generally clear but can be improved for conciseness and completeness. It includes the main objectives and results but contains unnecessary methodological details that can be shortened. The inclusion of sample types and the total number in the abstract would make it more informative. Additionally, a brief statement on the public health relevance of detecting antibiotic-resistant bacteria should be added to emphasize the study’s significance.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is scientifically sound in its basic microbiological approach, including the use of selective media, Gram staining, and biochemical tests for bacterial identification. However, it lacks detailed information on controls, replication, and statistical analysis, which are essential for scientific rigor. The antibiotic susceptibility testing method is appropriate, but the interpretation of resistance results needs clearer standards (e.g., reference to CLSI guidelines). Overall, the study design is acceptable, but the manuscript would benefit from improved methodological clarity and more precise data interpretation to strengthen its scientific validity.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references cited in the manuscript are mostly relevant and include several recent studies up to 2021, which support the topic effectively. However, some older references (from the early 2000s and before) could be replaced or supplemented with more recent research on antimicrobial resistance in foodborne pathogens. It is recommended to include updated studies from the last 3–4 years focusing on antibiotic resistance in foodborne Staphylococcus and Vibrio species and microbial contamination in street-vended juices, to enhance the current relevance and scientific depth of the paper.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language of the article is understandable but not fully suitable for scholarly communication. Several grammatical errors, inconsistent tense usage, and awkward sentence structures are present throughout the text. The manuscript would benefit from thorough English editing to improve clarity, coherence, and academic tone. Refining the language will enhance its readability and overall professionalism.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The study addresses an important public health concern by highlighting microbial contamination and antibiotic resistance in street-vended fruit juices and sauces. However, the manuscript requires improvements in structure, clarity, and data presentation. Figures and tables should be properly labeled and referenced in the text, and statistical details need better explanation. The discussion section should be expanded to include comparison with previous studies and implications for public health. With language polishing and minor methodological clarifications, the paper could make a meaningful contribution to food safety research.
