	In this case-control study, author investigated the correlation between specific risk factors and the occurrence of lung metastasis in newly diagnosed patients with colorectal cancer. This study was done to optimize the use of imaging modalities by guiding physicians to reserve computed tomography (CT) scans for individuals with identified high-risk characteristics, while utilizing chest X-rays (CXR) for those without such factors. The overall findings revealed that the presence of a KRAS mutation emerged as the sole independent risk factor for the development of lung metastasis in newly diagnosed colorectal cancer patients. Nonetheless, it is essential to note that other factors, including a high T stage, lymph node metastasis, and the presence of liver metastasis, exhibited a significantly strong association with lung metastasis.

	Yes.  The overall analysis of this study concludes that KRAS status is the only independent predictor of lung metastasis in newly diagnosed colorectal cancer patients that can be relied on in clinical setting to guide the use of staging chest CT. However, KRAS test is not done in all patients and takes longer time to be processed which might delay the management plan. Hence, this study finally recommends staging chest CT for all newly diagnosed colorectal cancer patients to diagnose lung metastasis regardless of the status of previously mentioned predictors.
