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	Brazilian termites (genus Nasutitermes) specifically Nasutitermes corniger generates saliva with unique chemical and enzymatic properties, which displayed huge potential for sustainable and innovative applications. Although, it’s dental applications are still under investigations, but the features of termite saliva points toward a number of futuristic technologies. Also, they are very effective and eco-friendly. So this review might be very important for the scientific community.
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	The authors have carefully described the background, detailed methodologies, some selected experiments with references, and bioactivities/applications. The future potentials for dental applications have also been indicated. So, this work should be accepted for publication.
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
