While the topic is of clinical interest some important issues need to be addressed :

1) Number of studies that included which met the inclusion criteria and were included in the systematic review, (comprising   randomized controlled trials and   prospective cohort studies) is low (10 studies).

2) Most studies done on using Rosuvastatin 4/10 (3 studies on Rosuvastatin 10 mg and one study on Rosuvastatin 20 mg) with risk of Bias between low and high, while as regarding studies using any statin, risk of Bias was serious.

3) As regarding Strengths and limitations, limitations are more especially heterogeneity in outcome definitions and cognitive assessment tools, as for Alzheimer’s disease, where between-trial heterogeneity was very high (I² > 90%).

4) References are not mentioned in discussion and this is important to support or decline results of study

5) Statins are used for long durations, so recommendation for following the long-term cognitive effects of statins in aging populations ,which mentioned In the study is convenient.
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
