	At the same time, the article has several limitations. Despite the significant amount of data, the study remains hospital-based and cannot fully reflect the situation at the level of the entire population of the region. The paper lacks an analysis of socio-economic factors that may influence late presentation and inequalities in access to care. There is also no comparative analysis with other regions of India or international data, which limits the broader context for interpreting the results. Overall, the article makes a significant contribution to understanding the problem and contains practical recommendations,  but needs to expand the analytical component and contextualize the findings.

Analysis of socio-economic factors such as income, education, access to health services, and geographical barriers should be added. This will help to understand the reasons for late presentation and inequalities in access to treatment.

It is worth conducting a comparative analysis with other regions of India, where the incidence rate is lower, as well as with global data. This approach will allow the authors to identify unique regional characteristics and place the results in a broader global context.
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
