	The manuscript is of great importance to the scientific community in the following ways: 

Malaria remains one of the major public health challenges in the sub Saharan Africa, accounting for significant morbidity and mortality despite ongoing control efforts. The effective management of malaria depends not only on the availability of diagnostic tools and quality-assured drugs but also on the knowledge and decision-making capacity of prescribers who serve as the first line of care. 

This study is therefore of great scientific importance as it examines prescribers’ knowledge, diagnostic decision-making, and the rational use of antimalarial drugs in managing simple/uncomplicated malaria in the Buea Health District of Cameroon. By investigating how health workers adhere to standard treatment guidelines, the study contributes valuable evidence on the alignment, or lack thereof, between national malaria policies and actual clinical practice.  
The findings from this research are also important for bridging the gap between malaria control strategies and field-level implementation. Despite the widespread availability of rapid diagnostic tests (RDTs) and established protocols advocating for test-based treatment, irrational prescribing and misuse of antimalarial medicines persist in many endemic regions. Therefore, understanding the factors that influence diagnostic and prescribing behaviour will inform interventions aimed at improving prescriber performance, strengthening supervision, and enhancing compliance with WHO recommendations. This would in order help in sustaining the gains made in malaria control and to prevent the emergence of antimalarial drug resistance, which is a growing global health concern.
Generally, the study’s findings will guide policymakers, healthcare managers, and training institutions in developing targeted interventions that enhance the rational management of malaria and improve treatment outcomes at both community and national levels.
