	Tuberculosis remains one of the world's deadliest infectious diseases, although it is both preventable and curable. According to the WHO, in 2024, tuberculosis killed 1.2 million people, and the number of infected reached 10.7 million. The problem of multidrug-resistant tuberculosis (MDR-TB) dictates the selection of treatment regimens that include pyrazinamide (PZA), which can cause hyperuricemia. Therefore, a clinical study conducted to study PZA-induced hyperuricemia in patients with MDR-TB is relevant. It once again emphasizes the need to monitor uric acid levels during such therapy, which will allow finding ways to overcome the problem to improve the patient's condition and prevent serious complications.
