	This manuscript is significantly important for the scientific community as it offers a comprehensive review and investigate the factors influencing chrysanthemum (Chrysanthemum indicum) which stands out as a commercially important flower due to its high demand in both domestic and export markets. However, farmers face multiple constraints that hinder productivity, profitability, and sustainability. The study was conducted in Nallampalli block of Dharmapuri district, selecting 72 chrysanthemum growers through a proportionate random sampling method. The data were collected using a structured interview schedule and analysed using the Rank-Based Quotient (RBQ) method. The findings indicate that labour scarcity had RBQ of 73.20 and lack of rainfall RBQ of 59.20 are the most pressing resource constraints. Among extension constraints, the lack of training on crop protection practices had RBQ of 93.00 and market information RBQ of 78.14 significantly affect farmers' decision-making. I particularly appreciate the manuscript's attention to identify and analyse the major constraints faced by chrysanthemum growers in Tamil Nadu, categorizing them into resource and infrastructure, extension, production, and marketing constraints. However, for the common growers how doesn’t understand technical language (i.e. Rank-Based Quotient (RBQ) etc.), may make it less accessible to a broader audience outside of the specialized fields of floriculture and plant physiology.

The systematic flow of the sections and subsections enhance its clarity and ensure research quality. The manuscript titled “Study on Constraints faced by Chrysanthemum Growers in Tamil Nadu” demonstrates scientific robustness and technical soundness due to its well-structured examination of key factors affecting Chrysanthemum Growers. The analysis used Rank Based Quotient (RBQ) to analyse the constraints faced by the chrysanthemum growers as they were asked to rank different constraints. Those constraints were categorized as resource and infrastructure constraints, extension constraints, production constraints and marketing constraints.  Its comprehensive discussion on resource and infrastructure constraints, extension constraints, production constraints and marketing constraints underscores a forward-looking approach, addressing both immediate and long-term challenges in floricultural practices of Chrysanthemum Growers in Tamil Nadu. Some suggestions for the manuscript are: 

1. In the sections discussing constraints; researcher may add reference of the similar finding by other researcher on the resource and infrastructure constraints, extension constraints, production constraints and marketing constraints. This would add depth to the discussions.

2. Add a section discussing Highlight Policy Implications.

3. If possible, discuss the use of AI and machine learning in predicting and managing resource and infrastructure constraints, extension constraints, production constraints and marketing constraints in one paragraph.
