Focus on the knowledge gap instead of each study’s detailed outcomes. Example: While dormancy has been reported in several millets (Burton, 1969; Rodriguez et al., 2015), systematic studies on its pattern and mitigation in kodo millet remain limited, warranting focused investigation.
