In particular, it will investigate the demographic structure, educational levels, landholding patterns, income diversification, and resource accessibility among gladiolus farmers in Akola, providing a detailed view of their socio-economic situation. This comprehensive analysis will also evaluate the market viability of gladiolus as an alternative income source for farmers who have previously depended on subsistence farming, taking into account consumer preferences and buying behaviors in the local context.
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
