Trade, and in particular e-commerce, as one of the most dynamic sectors of the public sector, is developing rapidly, enriching itself with a number of promotional tools and playing an increasingly significant role in national and international trade.  The attention paid to the internationalisation of e-commerce by researchers and academics, as well as the regional and sectoral aspects of economic management due to internationalisation, globalisation of processes and their impact on the economies of other countries, are worthy of study.

	When commenting on the results of the study, it should be noted that there is doubt that a theoretical approach alone, in particular the analysis of 56 publications, provides sufficient grounds to claim that its results are sufficient for the formation of corporate strategies and policy measures. That further research is recommended to effectively test and implement these approaches, taking into account the dynamic changes in the socio-economic environment, existing challenges, and regional and sectoral characteristics. The research objectives do not correspond to the conclusions. In his conclusion, the author draws conclusions solely on the basis of a generalisation of other publications, which is not always legitimate in the absence of practical experience and empirical research, information about which is not available in the materials cited. The article also lacks information about tea demand, prices, consumer geography, and individual customer demand, which makes it impossible to talk about the internationalisation of e-commerce development for tea grown by households in rural China. The abstract presented in the article raises the issue of rural development, but the conclusions reflect not the development of e-commerce, but rather the proposal to adopt political decisions in the tea market, which we consider not entirely relevant. The way the material is presented in the article does not give the impression that it is an analysis of previously read articles (there is no information about them), and the conclusions and inferences presented are unfounded and unconfirmed arguments. There is no authorial contribution to the research methodology and approach. We consider it appropriate for the author to present the intermediate stages of the research: grouping articles by direction, proposals, conclusions, periodisation, geography, markets, and consideration by the author (Chinese and foreign). The results presented give the impression that the author has presented his own unproven opinion or the position of individual Chinese authors, which does not allow for global conclusions about internationalisation to be drawn. Given that Chinese rural households rarely deal with end consumers of tea, it would be appropriate to describe the international B2B market, which was not done in the article presented. The article is completely lacking in specifics: when talking about barriers, the author does not name them or describe them, and the same is true when talking about the market, consumers, goods, challenges, international trade standards, risks, exchange rates, regulations in target markets etc. This characterises the quality of the research conducted. Among the positive aspects of the study, it is worth noting the author's consistent position on the promising direction of rural development through the establishment of e-commerce, particularly given the uneven digital infrastructure, talent shortages and logistical constraints.
