· Some temperature treatments are repeated erroneously (“15, 20, 25, 35 and 35 °C”) —
should include 30 °C instead of duplicate 35 °C.
· The statement “pouring of 20 ml PDA was done in each flask” can be rephrased for
clarity.
Suggested: “Twenty millilitres of PDA medium were poured into each Petri plate before inoculation.”

Results and Discussion

· Results are well-tabulated and supported by appropriate references.
· Figures or graphical representations (bar charts) showing growth under different media, temperatures, and pH levels would improve readability.
· The discussion could better explain why PDA and pH 5 favored growth — link with nutritional or enzymatic activity of A. brassicicola.
· Combine similar discussions from literature instead of citing similar findings repeatedly (e.g., Valvi et al. 2019 and Solanki et al. 2023 both report PDA as best medium — can be merged).

Conclusion
