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	Through examining mycelial development and sclerotial formation, media based on Corn, Pea, Rice, Sorghum, and Pearl millet grains could be suitable for the mass multiplication of this pathogen. It also revealed that host stem extract media significantly affects the pathogen's development, and the rapid development might be due to the presence of more supportive nutrients in the host. 
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
