	The findings demonstrate how component concentration and freezing duration affect the production of ice. This work offers important information for determining the PG and NaCl concentrations needed to achieve the intended thermal performance of TESM in a variety of cooling applications.
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	1. The methodology for determining ice fraction is not clearly described.
2. The authors should specify the total number of samples and whether experiments were replicated to assess reproducibility.
3. The contrast between maximum and minimum ice fractions is clearly stated, but statistical significance or variability is not mentioned.
4. The conclusion that “component concentration and freezing time influence ice formation” is valid but somewhat obvious; authors could elaborate on how strongly each factor influences ice fraction.
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
