	1. There was no clear justification in the introduction as to why the study only focused on only Eschericia.coli and Salmonella spp.
2. In Table 4, the values under the “SPC range” column must be written in the standard scientific form, including the appropriate exponents

3. All biological names must be written appropriate; the “spp” must start with a small letter and not a capital letter. 
4. No specific microbiological quality limits for raw and pasteurized milk were stated; hence the findings of this study could not be compared with any established standards
5. There are repetitions in the discussion for counts in the isolates. For example, in the text below Table 4 for E. coli, line 2 and 3 are similar to line 5 and 6. This is repeated for Salmonella spp. 
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
