	The manuscript falls short of what the title conveys. In the literature there is little on the issue of livelihoods and gender from the broader perspective. As an original research, you will expect some theoretical background either as a separate chapter or included in the literature review but this is conspicuously missing.
The manuscript rather does well in providing contextual information about social entrepreneurship, gender and livelihoods within the study area but not from the broader perspective.

Secondly the methodology needs some addition/elaboration. For example, not all research strategies used were mentioned and how qualitative data was analyzed is also missing.
Figures are not referenced in the main writing/text, so how it fits within the larger text is not clear.
