	Talking about scientific correctness, I was expecting to see an array of cause effect ( regression or correlation) studies  in the review showing us significant increases or decreases in productivity, traceable to farm size. The author(s) should kindly  revisit this review, concentrating on the vast recent studies in this regard.

	The references should be updated, most of the cited works are older than 10 years. The argument referred to in the second paragraph of introduction should have a source since it is not the author’s idea. Sen. A.K 1962 is not the right referencing format. The source of all statistics in the second paragraph of introduction should be acknowledged.
“2020 Census” is not an deal reference format.
