The manuscript requires a consistent method to show which group means are significantly different from one another.
A standard approach is to use superscript letters (e.g., a, b, c). Groups that share a common letter are not statistically different, while groups with different letters are. For instance, data in Table 1 should be presented as follows:
· 3.3 ± 0.1 b
· 1.5 ± 0.2 a
· 3.4 ± 0.5 b
· 6.9 ± 0.5 c
This notation must be applied to all figures and tables where statistical comparisons are made.
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
