	1. As a staple food supporting food security, family income and  economic development of the country, rice has been and will still be playing an important role for the country today and in the future, as also cited in the Introduction of the manuscript. Introducing new, developed (superior) cultivars (varieties) into the cultivation system of cultivating regions is necessary for yield improvement. However, the efforts will be   influenced by various fectors in positive and negative ways. This study is therefore necessary and important, not only for scientific community as a reference point but also for the government official for further polecy making and development program formulation and execution, for the benefit of the farmers and the country.
The title  is suitable but not completely efective (and efficient) in covering the  study region and aspects.  The study covers only two villages and therefore the frese "Some Selected Region" maybe not completely suitable.
The abstract has covered necessary aspects/points to be presented, indicating the content of the manuscript.
- There are paragraphs which are too long, especially in the "introduction" and needed to be seperated as necessary based on the points to be indicated. 
- The methodology has not covered every aspect of  the study; for example in the section constrains ; how the constrains were weighed, what reference/s used in weiging them (or is this the authors opinion?).
- What is the sofware implemented in analyzing the the statistical data (t-test) may need to be mentioned. 
- A short explanation of the history/or number (probably names) of developed, superior  cultivars introduced intu the area, may provide more comprehenship understanding of the research area..
- Results and Discussions is better  to be separated into three 3 different sub title indicating the three subjects evaluated (Socio economic characteristcs., benefit/cost ratio and analysis of returned etc., and constraints)
- The tables presented especially statistical analysis should be explainded (for example * indicated significat, etc.), figures (Figure 1., Constrains) presented need to be explained). 
- Other comments are given in the text.
References are well used, indicating previous similar studies.
The English language is suitable for scholarly communication.
The study is important and quite well prepared. However, some necessary additions and revisions  needed to be done following publication.
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
