The authors do not permit the use of literature data without citation. The list of references is relevant to the problem posed and allows for answering the research questions.

2. Material and Methods. Describe the rats. What are their characteristics? Where were they obtained? and so on.

3. Section 2.8. Provide the name of the kit manufacturer.

4. Section 2.9. Provide a more complete description of the rat euthanasia procedure.

5. Table 1. The last column is blank. Is this an error?

6. Conclusion. Evaluate the results obtained. Suggest ways to use them.

Correcting these comments will improve the quality of the manuscript and increase reader interest.
