	1. This manuscript under hand has not been revised by the author to that extent that Dr. Mathew Ayuba Ayaka had noted. Actually, there are a few sentences added. Namely:

No. The manuscript lacked the following:

i. The background to the study did not chronicle the information regarding the subject to captivate the minds of readers adequately. No stylish facts and figures to justify the researcher’s position.

ii.The researcher did not state the motivation for the study inform of problem statement

iii. In the literature review section, there should be theoretical framework specifying theory underpinning the study.

v. In the empirical reviews, the researcher should critic previous studies relevant to this study to identify gap in literature.

vi. In the methodology, the research design should be restated to reflect the appropriate methodology for the study.

    The logistic regression model was not properly stated

vii.Method of analysis should likewise be clearly stated

viii.Results and discussion should be linked to other previous findings

ix. There should be policy recommendation(s) of the study based on the findings

The references should be updated to APA 7th edition

Though the author claims that the other reviewers saw minor revisions, I fully agree with the above remarks. They lack in the new version.

Having that stated, I cannot recommend the manuscript.

i. Additional information has been incorporated in a chronological manner, along with relevant factual details.
ii. The second paragraph of the Introduction has been revised to include the motivation for the study, a brief description of the study region, and the significance of the research.
iii. A separate paragraph on the theoretical review has been added to the Literature Review section. The manuscript already includes a section on the theoretical perspectives of the study, namely Feminist Labour Theory, Dual Labour Market Theory, Human Capital Theory, and Social Exclusion Theory.
iv. The research gap has been identified based on previous studies and addressed through logistic regression analysis.
v. The Methodology section has been restructured by incorporating relevant statistical tools, modifying the logistic regression model, and aligning the analysis accordingly.
vi. Efforts have been made to strengthen the linkage between the results, discussion, and existing literature.
vii. The policy recommendations have been revised.
viii. References have been updated in accordance with APA (7th edition) guidelines.
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
