	The abstract goal, procedures, findings, and conclusion are all succinctly summarized. It contains information on clinical characteristics, occurrence, and treatment results. But it might be improved, though, by outlining the test procedure for thyroid hormone analysis and briefly discussing the statistical techniques employed. Additionally, a succinct statement combining the ‘Aim’ and ‘Study Design’ sections would enhance flow.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The study is scientifically sound. But certain methodological details are lacking, particularly the assay method for estimating thyroid hormone and the statistical tests employed for comparison. Although the small control group (n = 6) reduces statistical robustness, the results remain valid. All things considered, the science is accurate and properly analysed.

	The references are current, pertinent, and strike a balance between traditional and modern literature (2022–2025). But it is better to fix minor formatting errors, such as italics for et al. and consistent citation style. Additional regional references regarding the iodine status of Indian animals could improve the local context.

	The language is professional, grammatically sound, and easy to understand.  But there are a few punctuation and typographical mistakes (for example, ‘despite of therapy’ to ‘despite therapy’). Improved readability would result from editing for concision and terminology consistency (For example ‘thyroid enlargement’ vs. ‘goiter’).
	

	Optional/General comments


	The diagnostic method that combines clinical, biochemical, imaging, and histopathological findings is in line with recognized veterinary diagnostic standards. The hormone assay technique should be explained, statistical methods should be specified, and study limitations (such as control size and environmental iodine data) should be discussed. It will contribute significantly to the study of veterinary endocrinology with a few minor changes.
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
