	Spirometra erinaceieuropaei is a common tapeworm of dogs and other canids worldwide.
Research on the genome of this tapeworm has been less studied, given that its zoonotic potential is lower than that of diphilobothridae (D.latum).

The results proved the dog as the primary host of this tapeworm in dogs, and there are similar results in several countries, while in Europe mostly foxes stand out as the primary hosts.
