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	In the last decade or so, it has become undeniable that poverty cannot be wished away from Public Policy in Nigeria, given that subsistence farming and other low-income generating activities has been the mainstay of majority of households for their livelihoods. In response to this reality, Conditional Cash Transfer (CCT) schemes, under the National Social Safety Nets Program (NASSP), became a key policy tool for confronting rural household poverty in Nigeria. Therefore, any attempt to empirically establish a nexus between community members participation in CCT activities and vulnerability to poverty of rural households should of, necessity, be of interest to the academic and scientific. So is this Manuscript.
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
