Eg., Sentence in the article – “Despite the fact, that both the genders are susceptible to the infection, UTI is more profound in women due to their anatomy and reproductive physiology.”

Improved version – “Although both genders are susceptible to infection, UTIs are more common in women because of their anatomy and reproductive system.”
