	The “Introduction” is scientifically correct. 

The “Case Presentation” is not correct because:

1) “Falling on the ground with a pen inside his oral cavity” may result to intraoral wounds and local or unilateral fractures. This trauma has not been reported before to cause a bilateral Le Fort I fracture.

2) “Figure 2A” shows intact right maxilla! And both “Figure 2B” and “Figure 3B” show white broad arrows probably camouflaging or hiding un-fractured right maxilla! Figures without the arrows is required to prove the right-side broken bone. The presented CT Scan images show midline maxillary fracture that has not been mentioned in the text. If the correct diagnosis was only left maxillary fracture, the arch bars would not require suspension to the frontal bone.
3) The few-millimetre-wide palatine tear, mucosal or mucoperiosteal, edges can not be approximated by stitches with undermining and potentially a lateral releasing incision. Palatine wounds without suturing spontaneous heal within few days.

4) Please describe how segments were aligned.
5) Please give details to what do you mean by “trans-maxillary fixation”; a thorough description of the technique is required.  

6) Please mention where precisely the “frontal suspension” wires were fixed in the frontal bone. 
7) “Figure 5” show gauze packing nasal cavities; does that worth a photographic documentation and eventual publication?
8) The sentence “X-rays were …. which demonstrate proper anatomical reduction (Figure 6)” is not correct because (Figure 6) does not really demonstrate the proper anatomical reduction.

9) “Continued monthly follow-up visits.” How long was the follow-up period?

The “Conclusion” included “cost-efficient” and “facial growth” which were not measured or evaluated in the study. It may be wise to remove these from the conclusion.
