We report a rare case of a giant ameloblastoma in a 28-year-old male presenting with massive enlargement of the left hemiface, extensive destruction of the hemimandible, and partial involvement of the maxilla. CT imaging demonstrated a multiloculated, expansile lesion with a classic soap-bubble appearance and marked cortical destruction.
