	This manuscript presents a compelling and well-documented case report of a 50-year-old male with unoperated single ventricle physiology (Double Inlet Left Ventricle) surviving asymptomatically until the fifth decade of life. The manuscript is well-structured and written with clarity. 2. Medication Details: In the management section, the author mentions "guideline-directed medical therapy, including... anticoagulation." Specifying the class of anticoagulant prescribed (e.g., Warfarin vs. DOAC) would be clinically relevant, given the unique bleeding and thrombotic risks associated with Eisenmenger physiology.
