The systematic review with the PRISMA approach strengthens the validity of the findings so that it can be a reference for policymakers in accelerating PFM reform.

However, alternative title options that are more concise and focus on the object of study can be considered, for example: "Agile and Lean Integration in Public Financial Governance in Developing Countries: A Systematic Review"

	The abstract has included objectives, methodologies, key findings, and recommendations. However, the findings section should be supplemented with quantitative data or more specific information related to the distribution of the study (number of countries, the dominant PFM sector studied) to strengthen the scientific evidence.

	Methodologically, it is appropriate to use PRISMA in systematic literature review. However, the article selection process still needs to be explained in more detail because there is a discrepancy in the exclusion number (the initial 510 → the final 49 but the elimination stage is inconsistent). In addition, discussions about bias and study quality appraisal have not been conveyed.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	References are quite numerous (2010–2025) and relevant. However, most use grey literature and some links do not go to reputable journals. It is recommended to add references to high-impact journals in the field of public administration such as Goverment Information Quarterly, Public Administration Review, or International Public Management Journal.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	English is quite good but it is still found to have errors in sentence structure, repetition, and inconsistent use of language style. Professional copy-editing is needed to improve paragraph coherence and consistency of terminology (e.g., PFM, public finance management, financial governance used interchangeably).
	

	Optional/General comments


	It is recommended that the author add a sub-section  of the conceptual framework model that connects Agile-Lean with PFM indicators such as efficiency, transparency, responsiveness. The discussion of policy implications can be strengthened by a matrix of implementation recommendations according to the type of government institution.
