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	The present manuscript is important to the scientific community because it provides a systematic and data-driven evaluation of farmers’ perceptions and challenges regarding the Kisan Credit Card (KCC) scheme in the Mysore division, a region that has received limited empirical attention in prior research
By comparing perceptions across districts and identifying statistically significant differences, the study contributes new insights into the uneven impact of agricultural credit policies at the regional level. The manuscript also highlights uniformity in the challenges faced by farmers, revealing systemic issues within the implementation structure of the KCC scheme that policymakers and financial institutions must address. Its use of large primary data (720 respondents) and robust statistical tools such as Chi-square and ANOVA strengthens the reliability of the findings, offering a valuable evidence base for future academic and policy-oriented studies. Moreover, the research bridges an important gap by linking credit access, farmer awareness, operational barriers, and income-related outcomes, thereby enriching the broader discourse on rural finance and agricultural development. Overall, the study advances understanding of how credit schemes function at the grassroots level and serves as a critical reference for scholars, practitioners, and policymakers seeking to improve agricultural credit systems in India.
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
