	It is correct but the central argument and any testable claims or hypotheses are currently unclear, giving the paper the tone of a descriptive report rather than a structured academic study.  The manuscript contains numerous limitations from the introduction through the conclusion. It requires additional, intensive fieldwork as well as more rigorous analytical and interpretive approaches to demonstrate meaningful sociological and economic impacts of crop raiding. The author (s) should reframe the study within a clear theoretical framework and provide a more vigorous methodological justification, including more explicit descriptions of research methods and analytical procedures.  Author/s should also justify the sample size of 428 households from 92 villages.
