	Introduction:

The research problem is implicit. Suggestion: While flooding is a widely studied issue, few studies focus on the detailed analysis of vulnerability in urban and rural areas within the Shevisheh basin, particularly regarding the interaction between natural factors and human-induced modifications.

The research objectives could be more direct, as well as the research question or hypothesis. Suggestion: The aim of this study is to assess flood vulnerability in urban and rural areas of the Shevisheh basin, using spatial analysis models and remote sensing data. The central research question is: "How do land-use changes and increasing population density influence flood vulnerability in this region?"

The relevance of the research should be clear. Suggestion: Studying flood vulnerability is crucial for urban planning and disaster management. By analyzing the interaction between natural and human factors, this study will contribute to the development of more effective risk mitigation strategies and territorial planning in the Shevisheh basin.

Methodology should be more organized. Suggestion: To achieve the proposed objectives, this study will adopt a quantitative approach, using multi-criteria decision models to assess flood vulnerability. Remote sensing data and geospatial information will be incorporated to map risk areas and perform a detailed spatial analysis of the Shevisheh basin region.

Absence of article structure. Suggestion: This paper is organized as follows: Section 2 provides a literature review on the key factors influencing flooding; Section 3 outlines the methodology used, including multi-criteria decision models and spatial analysis; Section 4 discusses the research findings, followed by conclusions and recommendations. 

I liked the way you wrote the methodology, but prior to that, a literature review was conducted. The bibliographic references used were sourced from databases such as Google Scholar and Scopus. The research primarily includes scientific journal articles (more than 30), with a focus on publications from 2020 to 2025, reflecting the latest research on flood management and vulnerability. Additionally, some books and publications from 2000 to 2011, such as Parker (2000) and Merz et al. (2010), were included, providing the theoretical foundation and essential economic analyses for the research context.
The results are clearly presented and well-structured, but the discussion would benefit from comparison with previous studies to contextualize the findings.

Conclusions: No, there is no explicit mention of limitations of the study. Suggestion - possible uncertainties in the data, restrictions of the OWA/WLC model, temporal or spatial limitations of the data.

The text does not explicitly suggest future research or additional investigations that could complement the study or validate the results. Suggestions: include a sentence or paragraph about limitations of the study and another about directions for future research.
