	The reference is although solid yet slightly unbalanced.
The author has few current international reports (WHO 2021; TDHS 2022) as well as some classic foundational papers (Cornwall & Jewkes 1995; Flood 2011). But, there are gaps in recent empirical research (after 2018), particularly in scholarship on GBV prevention, masculinities, and participatory techniques that is specific to Tanzania and Africa. 

Some suggestion for references to include

1. The conceptualization can be strengthened by more recent methodological and GBV prevention scholarship. 
2. There isn't much explicit mention of GBV research conducted in Tanzania or East Africa outside of TDHS (2022) which can be added upon.
3. If explicit references to Tanzania's successor policies or the National Plan of Action to End Violence against Women and Children (NPA-VAWC, 2017–2022) can be added.

4. It will be beneficial if more recent assessments of participatory approaches to GBV prevention can be incorporated
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
