	I thoroughly enjoyed this article and it produced insightful content about a nation’s journey to educate citizens, and the issues that emerge from colonisation followed by independence. 
The article was excellent at showing how pedagogical ideals often collide with geopolitical realities and that financial inputs alone do not ensure learning gains. It gave a strong message about “need-supportive teaching,” which fosters student competence, autonomy, and relatedness and shows that pedagogical quality more strongly predicts reading gains than funding levels. Cases quoted demonstrate that while adequate financing lays the groundwork, effective governance, high-quality instruction, and strategic implementation determine learning outcomes. Sustained impact relies on domestic political will, investments in infrastructure, robust teacher support, and digital inclusion to ensure that regional standards translate into equitable learning gains. It is interesting that precolonial education was rooted in holistic and oral traditions, emphasising atma-jnana (self-knowledge), moral development, and experiential learning. We should all take this message on board. It is so important, and was demonstrated by Kerala leading with a 95.3 percent literacy rate in 2024—well above the 80.9 percent national average—reflecting its sustained emphasis on human development. 

It was important to mention that the article relied on secondary literature and policy documents, without incorporating empirical field data or longitudinal learner outcomes. Thus, it provides a broad interpretive synthesis of India’s educational evolution. However, further research and primary data is necessary to evaluate the actual impact of contemporary reforms such as the NEP 2020 and state-level policies. India’s educational journey illustrates the ongoing challenge of balancing inherited traditions with transformative requirements. Success will depend not only on visionary policies but also on equitable implementation, sustained investment, and a commitment to inclusive pedagogical practices that ensure education serves as both a bridge to modernity and a defender of cultural identity.
