This study examined how students’ perceived benefits influence academic integrity and examination malpractices in secondary schools in Garissa Township Sub County, Kenya. A descriptive survey design was used, involving principals, teachers, and student leaders selected through stratified sampling. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and Pearson correlation. The results showed a moderate but significant relationship between perceived benefits and examination malpractices among both teachers (r = 0.329, p < 0.05) and students.
