The study is clearly motivated and provides useful initial data; however, several sections would benefit from stronger theoretical grounding and more detailed methodological reporting to enhance rigor and reproducibility. Clarification of the sampling process, instrument adaptation procedures, and statistical interpretations would further strengthen the manuscript. Overall, the research has potential, but it would benefit from revisions that improve clarity, depth of analysis, and alignment with existing scholarship.
The manuscript presents a relevant topic with potential value for educational research; however, several areas require editorial attention before the paper can proceed further in the review process. The structure of the manuscript should be refined to ensure clearer alignment between the research objectives, methodology, findings, and conclusions. Language, formatting, and referencing inconsistencies should be addressed to improve readability and adherence to journal standards. Additionally, the authors should ensure that all mandatory methodological details, and instrument descriptions are fully included. Strengthening these aspects will enhance the manuscript’s clarity, rigor, and suitability for publication
